A member of our community, in the Community Voice section of the Journal News, asked
this Board about the level of funding that we receive from Ohio’s lottery. I got a hold of
some information and wanted to share it tonight.

First, all profits from the Ohio lottery are earmarked for K-12 education funding. Second,
these funds are part of what this school district gets from the State of Ohio. There are no
specific data on how much we get from the lottery, but here are some numbers that will
help folks understand the current situation. In 2005, the lottery’s profits were just below
30% of its total income, resulting in just over $640M for education. However, the lottery
is no windfall for school districts. In 2007, it is estimated that less than 4% of the total K-
12 education funding in Ohio will come from lottery profits. Finally, when the lottery was
originally established, profits were intended to be supplemental, that is additional funds
for districts. However, lottery profits are added into the overall state funding pool, and
other funding sources have been redirected to other state needs.

While the state lottery profits are an important source of funds for education in Ohio, they
are not and will not be the answer to the state’s school funding crisis. There is one other
way the lottery helps education in Ohio, each time I buy a losing lottery ticket, I get a little
smarter.

I also want to comment on the results from our board of education election of this past
Tuesday. First, I want to thank the voters of our community for reaffirming this
community’s commitment to education. I want to congratulate Diana Bailey and Jerome
Kearns for their well deserved victory and I look forward to working with them to keep
our school district moving in the right direction. Clearly our community has sent a
message to us and we owe it to our community and our students to move ahead in a
positive environment.

On that note, we heard very clearly from our community that they want this board to work
together for our kids. I know that there are 4 members of this board who are committed to
this and that in January there will still be 4 board members committed to working together
and representing the values and needs of our entire community. I truly hope that there
will be 5 board members that make this commitment. The terms civility and
respectfulness were used by many to describe their desires for this board. I now challenge
Mr. Engel to follow the desires of this community. I think the most significant action that
can be taken to show this community that he is willing to move forward as a member of
this board is to stop questioning the motives of public employees, in general, and our
talented teachers, staff and administration specifically. I ask that he show respect for
those who work hard for our children every day and acknowledge that these fine people
are talented, well educated and committed to education.
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On a more personal note, during the election campaign, the fact that two board members
and one candidate were public employees was often raised and we were often
characterized in a very disrespectful manner. Speaking for myself, I am very proud of my
career and the 30 years I have spent in the public sector. I am a recognized international
expert in my field. I have represented my country around the world and I have met many
leaders of other nations. When I read things about myself or see cartoons that depict me
as someone that I am not, I feel disrespected. But I can get up every morning and look at
myself in the mirror and know that I am doing something that will help others have a
better life and a safer environment. And as a board member, I know that I have made
decisions based on the needs of our children and the values of this community. I pledge to
do the same as long as I am on this board. And I hope for the sake of our community and
our kids that each and every member of this board will do the same.

Veteran’s Dinner: I had the privilege of attending the third annual Veterans’ Dinner last
Monday evening, where we honored the veterans who work in our district. Our district
currently employs 56 veterans with service from WWII to Iraq and to all regions of the
globe. This year was extra special because our guest speaker was Captain John O’Neill.
Captain O’Neill is the Deputy Commandant of Midshipman at the U.S. Naval Academy
and also a proud graduate of the Class of 1981 from Fairfield High School. He is a great
example of the outstanding students that we nurture and develop in our District. In addition
to speaking at our dinner, Captain O’Neill also spent part of his day with students at
Central Elementary. I want to again extend our thanks to Captain O’Neill for sharing his
time with us and for his ongoing service to our nation. I also want to thank Food Services
Director, Dave Foster, for organizing this wonderful evening.

Election: I want to congratulate Diana Bailey and Jerome Kearns on their election to this
Board on Tuesday. I look forward to working with them after they take office in January. I
also want to thank our community for selecting two people who I believe will be
outstanding leaders through their service on this Board.

As elected officials, we have no better opportunity to gauge how we are doing than with an
election. This election was different than previous elections because it presented voters
with two very clear and distinct choices. The results clearly indicate which choice our
community made. First, our community told us what they DO NOT want. Mr. Engel made
it clear what he intended to do if given control of this Board, and our community
resoundingly and overwhelming said “no” to his reckless fiscal ideas and destructive
educational notions.

The second message I believe the voters were telling us is this:

They value the excellent school district that we now have.

They value our highly qualified and talented teachers.

They value the professional administrators leading our buildings.

They value the leadership of Mrs. Milligan as our Superintendent.

They value technology in our classrooms.

They value a wide variety of extra-curricular activities, and

that they expect us to responsibly evaluate both the dollar and the educational costs
before making any decisions.
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Put another way, the voters told us that they value public education, and they value the
benefits that only an excellent school system brings to a community like ours. As a Board,
our challenge is to build on the momentum of this election and find ways to better connect
with more people and create a long-term community wide consensus.

To do this, I believe our task as a newly constituted Board beginning in January is to offer
an alternative plan to the one rejected by the voters on Tuesday. We must reach out further
into our community and ask for their guidance and direction as we move forward. I am not
exactly sure how we do this, but I will be bringing some of my ideas to the Board for
consideration in January, and I expect each and every other board member to do the same.
As they say at the NFL draft, we are now on the clock...and our community is watching.

Board Meeting Conduct: I want to close with a personal comment regarding the past
few Board meetings. According to Board Policy BCB, as the President, I am responsible
for the orderly conduct of our meetings. At our September meeting, Mr. Engel walked
out during our public comments...and I sat in silence. At our October meeting, Mr. Engel
read a newspaper during our public comments...and I again sat in silence.

I have heard from many of you that you were disappointed in me for not stopping this
offensive and disrespectful conduct. At the time, I believed that calling attention to this
conduct would have taken the focus off our meeting and placed it on Mr. Engel. I made the
decision not to act and instead allow his actions to speak for themselves. Looking back, I
may have been mistaken by not speaking up regarding this conduct. To those of you who
were disappointed by my lack of action, I apologize.

Let me clearly say that I cannot control the behavior of any member of this Board. Our
actions are governed by a voluntary code of ethics. It is up to each member, as individuals,
to decide whether or not they will adhere to this ethical code. That being said, I have
learned from these situations. I may not be able to prevent this type of conduct from
occurring, and I hope I never see it again, but I will never again sit in silence should it
occur. So long as I occupy a seat on this Board, I will be your voice and at a minimum
my and your outrage with this type of disrespectful conduct. This Board and this
community deserve better, and I will do my best to better meet your expectations.
