| would like to address Mr. Morris’ February 26nomentary. First of all, | was surprised to
hear Morris, a university professor, admit that American school system is doing a poor
job of educating our children.

He also made two troubling, misleading statements.

Let me start with Mr. Morris' comment about "aetitication rhetoric used against school
levies in Ohio."lt's clear that he believes, and wants our comiytaibelieve, that anyone
who votes "no" on school levies is anti-schoold anti-education.

Yet, Mr. Morris fails to mention that tbeS. is already spending more on public
education than almost every other nation in thddvd have a report that shows that the
U.S. is the top spender out of 34 other natioespke like Mr. Morris always talk about
the lack of funding. However, they never wantaix about how they are spending our
taxes.

It's time for Mr. Morris to realize that the U.iS.already paying dearly for an excellent
education for our children. Taxpayers are payimgexfor public education than almost
every other nation in the world. The American gepmcluding the citizens of Fairfield,
are entitled to better results in the educatioawfchildren without dumping more money
into the system. The truth is, there will neverebeugh money to satisfy our bloated,
inefficient educational system. No matter how muehgive them, they will always want
more.

The fact is, contrary to what Mr. Morris and hie{evy fanatic friends would have you
believe, those of us who vote "no" on school Isdee not anti-education. We are already
paying more than almost everyone else in the waithd CARE name, Citizens for
Accountability and Results in Education, saydlitkhe citizens voting NO are demanding
accountability for better results in our educagiissystem.

Rather, it's the people
who refuse to address our schools failures. Kas lof Mr. Morris and Mr. Murray bear

agenda to turn the Fairfield school district iatoelitist community. Only those who can
afford their taxes will be welcome. If you dareegtion their spending you will be attacked
viciously. Their message to the low income citezand struggling senior citizens of our
community is pay or move. Does our board havean fiiat includes them? If they do |
have not seen it."

To that, Mr. Morris said "l do not believe thatadlenging our community to be
knowledgeable and engaged should be considerelitighattitude."This is just another
mud slinging attack by Mr. Morris. He clearly doest want to focus on those in our
community who can least afford additional taxesgree that it is beneficial to have a
community that is knowledgeable on school issmesspending.
