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COCURRICULAR AND EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

Responsibility for Approved Activities and Organized Groups

The Superintendent shall be responsible for approving participation in activities or for granting permission to form an organization.  All requests should come from building principals to the Superintendent.

The following guidelines should be utilized in making the determination to approve or disapprove an activity or group.

1.
A contest or activity should be designed solely to benefit school youth in educational, civic, social and ethical development.


Educational programs that tend to promote or advertise a product or an ideology will not be listed.

2.
Contests that encourage students to work out contributions, solutions and creations by their own efforts are preferred.

3.
Programs must be open to all students, regardless of race, creed, sex or national origin.

4.
Programs must not place undue burdens on students, teachers or schools.

5.
Cost of participation should be minimal.

6.
Programs should be held on nonschool time (weekends, vacations, etc.).  Programs that utilize school time or involve extensive travel must be evaluated in terms of the benefits to the student and should compensate for the loss of (school) time.

7.
New programs must be unique, not duplications of others already in operation.

8.
Awards should be appropriate both in number, kind and value.


Scholarships are regarded as the most desirable type of award, and should be paid directly to the institution selected by the student.  The payment of case awards directly to winners should be avoided.

The NASSP Advisory List of Contests and Activities should be used as a guide.
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
