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SUMMER SCHOOL INFORMATION FOR 2012 
 

Eligibility:  Residents of the Fairfield School District are given priority in registering 
for summer school. 
 
Dates and Attendance:   Advanced Credit Classes (physical education, health, 
and Pathways to Your Future) for grades 9-12 will be held Wednesday, May 30, through 
Tuesday, June 19, 2012.  On-Line and Make-Up classes will be held Monday, June 4, 
through Friday, June 22, 2012.  Students may not miss more than 4 hours of instruction 
during any course except for the On-Line summer school classes where a student may 
not miss more than 3 hours of class.  This allows the school to comply with Ohio credit 
and attendance laws.  
 
Dates for summer school are subject to change based upon the addition of calamity 
days, if needed, which would extend the school year for both the students and the staff.   
 
 
Time and Place:   Most regular summer school classes will be offered from 7:15 to 
11:15 AM.   On-line classes will meet daily from 11:45 to 2:45.  All courses will be held at 
Fairfield Intermediate School, 255 Donald Drive, Fairfield, OH  45014.   
 

Courses:  The following courses will be offered in summer school if there is sufficient 
enrollment.   

English 9      Make-up only    
English 10      Make-up only    
English 11      Make-up only    
English 12      Make-up only    
Integrated Math I and II      Make-up only    
Pre-Algebra      Make-up only    
Algebra I      Make-up only    
Geometry      Make-up only    
Physical Education (7:15 to 11:15 or 11:45 to 3:45)    Make-up or Advanced Credit   
Health (afternoon 11:45 to 3:45)    Make-up or Advanced Credit   
Pathways to Your Future (not open to incoming freshman)          Make-up or Advanced Credit  
OGT Review    Make-up only (no credit will be 

given) 
 
Other classes may be offered if there is sufficient enrollment. 
  

Ohio Graduation Test (OGT): There will be a summer session (June 11 to June 
15) for students needing to pass one or more parts of the OGT.  State law requires 
students to complete 10 hours of review per subject before taking any part(s) of the 
summer OGT.  Math and Reading review will be from 7:15 to 9:15.  Science, Social 
Studies and Writing review will be from 9:15 to 11:15. Tests will be given at Fairfield 
Senior High June 18-22.  There will be a charge for these classes.  There is no charge 
for the make-up tests.  
 
Registration:  Registration information is available from counselors.  Students need 
approval from their school counselor in order to sign up for summer school.  
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Registration begins Tuesday, April 17, 2012.  Register early to increase chances that a 
class will have enough enrollment to be held.  Registration materials and payment may 
be mailed or taken to the Guidance Office at Fairfield High School.  Registration 
deadline is Friday, May 25, 2012, for Advanced Credit classes.   Registration deadline is 
Thursday, May 31, 2012, for OGT Review, On-Line, and Make-Up classes.  Contact the 
Guidance Department at Fairfield High School at 942-2999 with questions.
