Starting with the 2010 -11 
school year, the Fairfield City 

School District will re -evaluate 

bus stop locations.  We will be 
combining some bus stops and 

moving others.  Most bus stops 

will be at intersections within 
subdivisions.  Bus cards will be 

sent in early August informing 

student where their bus stop is 

located.  

  

In order to operate safely and 

efficiently, buses will generally 
not enter cul -de-sacs or dead -

end streets, except to transport 

students with special needs.  We 

want to maintain the highest 
level of safety by minimizing 

backing up and turning around.  

We also want to encourage par-
ents to accompany their child to 

the bus stop whenever possible.  

This teaches the child safe hab-
its in walking to and form the 

bus stop.  
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Many thanks to all who have helped us as we 
continue to improve upon the education we 

provide here at South Elementary.  As par-

ents, you are a critical part of the education 
process.  We have had a wonderful year and 

have enjoyed working with you and your chil-

dren.  Have a great month of May and enjoy 
your summer.

The 

hard working students and 

parents have a lot to be 

proud of what has been ac-

complished. 

 

We always look forward to 

our zoo field trip and actu-

ally seeing many animals from 

many continents.  This trip is  

on May 12th .  On the last day 

of school we will be walking 

to Rolling Hills Swim Club, 

learning about water safety, 

and  swimming.
