#1.  Email Coach O’Leary.  fairfieldindiansoccer@gmail.com  Send me your name and grade you will be entering.  I will put you on my email list.  I use email to keep parents and players informed of practices and tryouts dates, times and any schedule changes.

#2.  Complete a sports physical packet after May 1st and before August 1st.  Get one        of these packets from your school’s office.  You can also get your physical from the       high school on May 26th.  (see Commonly Asked Questions handout for more help)   

#3.  Come to CONDITIONING in the summer.  It will be every Monday and Wednesday from 9 am until 11 am.  It will start on June 20 and go thru July 13.  It will be held at Fairfield High School.  We will meet by the tennis courts.  Players should wear a good pair of running shoes and bring water or sports drink.

#4.  Attend OPEN SOCCER.  This is a free and held at the high school practice fields        behind the tennis courts.  All players are welcome and encouraged to attend.  

#5.  Come to the Dutch Camp.  (see Flyer) This is a great opportunity to get better as a soccer player and prepare for the upcoming season.  

#6.  Community Service @ Stadium. We will help, along with the boys program, with upgrading the stadium.  On June 6th and June 8th from 9am – Noon.

#7.  Read the ‘Commonly Asked Questions’ handout.  These are good, typical      questions that parents have.  The answers have been very helpful to parents to learn       about the program.
