Eligibility:

In order for a golfer to be eligible, he must have Sports Information Packet & physical completed on the first day of tryouts.  He must have successfully satisfied all academic requirements during the final grading period of the previous school year.
Requirements:

· All golfers must report to Fairfield South Trace by 6:45 am on the first day of tryouts.  You will be placed into a group.  

· It is preferred that each golfer dress in appropriate golf attire.  Cargo/cut-off shorts and tee shirts or tank tops are not recommended. 

· Golfers should have Sports Information Packet completed and ready to hand in upon arrival.

· Greens fees are to be paid in the pro-shop with a receipt ready to hand to one of the coaches.  It is the responsibility of the golfer to obtain a receipt.

Tryout & Selection Process:

· All golfers will play three rounds during tryouts to determine their place in the golf program.   Placement on one of our teams is not based primarily on scores posted during tryouts.  Coaches reserve the right to make roster placements based on the following criteria…

· Golfers must demonstrate excellence in the areas of character, sportsmanship, scoring and etiquette.  

· Anyone purposely posting incorrect scores will face possible disqualification and subsequent elimination from the remaining tryout rounds.

· Attendance at all tryout dates…Exceptions need to be approved by Coaches and Athletic Director.
