#2.  Complete a sports physical packet after May 1st and before August 1st.  Get one 
       of these packets from your school’s office.  You can also get your physical from the 
       high school on May 26th.  (see Commonly Asked Questions handout for more help)   

#3.  Come to conditioning in the summer.  It will be every Tuesday and Thursday from 
       9 am until 11 am.  It will start on June 21 and go thru July 14th.  It will be held at 
       Fairfield High School.  We will meet by the tennis courts.  Players should wear a 

       good pair of running shoes and bring water or sports drink.
#4.  Attend OPEN SOCCER.  This is a free and held at the high school practice fields 
       behind the tennis courts.  All players are welcome and encouraged to attend.  

#5.  Consider coming to the youth camp and/or the Dutch Camp.  (see Flyers)
